We have idenƟfied a criƟcal issue in Xerus Firmware v4.0.0 through v4.3.12, in which flash write operaƟons occur more 
frequently than expected under certain condiƟons. Because each flash memory cell has a limited number of 
program/erase cycles, excessive writes can accelerate wear and may lead to long-term reliability and performance 
issues. An upgrade to Xerus Firmware v4.3.13 or later is required to reduce flash write cycles and miƟgate this potenƟal 
issue. Please prioriƟze this firmware upgrade in your operaƟons. 
 

NOTE: This issue does not affect the PDU’s outlet power state.
